	Engagement: The teacher will ask what students know about rural childhood and what it means to grow up in the country. The teacher will pass out the KWL chart after the discussion and then model filling out a KWL chart with an example from the discussion. 
Procedures: The students will work in pairs to complete the KWL Chart, first focusing on “the know” column and the “want to know” column. To fill in the “learn” column students could  visit the Nodaway County Historical Society Museum to see the childhood exhibit at the Caleb Burns house (installed fall 2014 – check with museum to see if it is still on display). Students will then fill in the “learn” column of the KWL with information from the exhibit.

· If computers are not available for students to research, teachers should print off the website articles and post around the room in a ‘gallery walk style’ for students to read and fill out the learn column of their chart. 

Guided Practice: After the research is complete, students will then work in small groups to present information about rural childhood. Topics could include work for boys, work for girls, play, disease and misfortunes. Divide students into groups to formulate a short presentation about the information that they found about the topic and what was most interesting. Students not presenting should be adding information to their KWL chart if they do not have a fact on their chart. 

Conclusion: After the students have presented, the teacher will ask the question: how did each of these topics effect the way that the family functioned (answers could include, children helped on the farm by feeding animals so the family had food, children learned skills such as cooking that they would need as they got older, if a family member was sick, children could take over that job for a while)? This would extend the lesson and possibly serve as a formal assessment such as a paper response answering the question. This question could also serve as a formative assessment such as a class discussion and comparing childhood in the past to their personal childhood.
