	The objective of the lesson is to make students think critically about the cultural changes that occurred in the lives of women in Nodaway County and beyond, as well as how their gender roles changed.

	A presentation by the students will show the assessment of thoughts before, during, and after the assignment.  Presentation will show how the information has changed the assumptions of students regarding to women’s roles in the community in the past and present.


	Lesson Structure and Procedures Sequence of events of the lesson elements.

	Before:  Engagement/Opening: Students will individually write down what they believe the roles of women included in the past in Nodaway County.
Procedures: Students take notes over Women’s Roles exhibit at Nodaway County Historical Society.  Teacher can either take students to the museum as a field trip or have students go to the exhibit website and read information online.  Supplemental websites that students can visit are http://www.nwmissouri.edu/onlinemuseum/normal/studentlife/index.htm and http://www.pbs.org/onlyateacher/timeline.html for normal school education.  Students will only need to read up to the section before the Port Royal Experiment. Conclusion: Students will get into groups of two or three and discuss how their perceptions of the role of women in the past compares to what they wrote previously.  Students will then discuss how they think the roles of women will change further in the next thirty years.  The groups will then share their findings with the class by giving a brief five-seven minute presentation.
