	Learning Objectives/Goals
The lesson’s objectives and learning outcomes appropriate for meeting curricular and student needs

	Distinguish decisive patterns of change in the Nodaway County agriculture industry through research, and communicate findings via a written essay. Entire lesson should further a student’s preparedness for college through enhanced research, properly writing essay/paper assessments and formatting bibliographies and citations. 
Note: While the lesson is fitted for Nodaway County Agriculture, the lesson can be applied to any region and its corresponding human/environment interactions as the primary purpose of the lesson is to advance college preparedness. 


	Assessment (type[s] of assessment used throughout the lesson)
Assessment(s) before, during, and after the lesson 

	Before: class discussion of prior knowledge
· What do students know about the region, major events, the influence of humans on said events, etc.
During: progress updates
After: essay delivery of research
· Discuss students’ new found knowledge of the subject matter


	Lesson Structure and Procedures 
Sequence of events of the lesson elements.   

(The before, during, and after the lesson, e.g.,  Engagement/Opening, Procedures, Guided Practice, Conclusion)

	Opening: Discuss the importance of agriculture to Nodaway County
During: students will be guided through the research process by the instructor

· Discuss primary and secondary sources(.5 classes)
1. Acquire examples of primary and secondary sources from a library so students may have a visual identifier to go with the information
· Discuss proper formatting of bibliography and in text citations(.5 classes)
1. Sample worksheets 
2. Most humanities and history professors at the collegiate level will require citations in Turabian or Chicago Style, here is a link to a citation guide http://www.press.uchicago.edu/books/turabian/turabian_citationguide.html 
· Discuss proper formatting of essay/paper assessments(1 class)
· Research (3 classes, any additional research by students will need to be outside of class)
1. Most primary sources predating the Digital Age, are most likely not digitalized, and as a result hard copies of potentially useful sources will need to be obtained for student use. This can mean borrowing sources from museums, libraries or personal collections (the latter may be difficult to obtain for school use). 
· Write Paper (Outside of class)
1. I suggest two separate papers be turned in, one a draft so the instructor may give more direct assistance via corrections and feedback on progress and only given a participation grade and the other a final draft to be graded in full.

After: Turn in paper, compare students’ current knowledge of Nodaway County agriculture to prior knowledge


	Instructional Strategies

Teacher approach to helping students achieve the learning objectives and meet their needs

	Technology

	Computers or tablets with internet access: for both research purposes and to aid in the writing process. For institutions with student laptops/tablets research can take place in the classroom, otherwise instructions will need to reserve access to computer facilities for research time.


	Differentiation/Accommodations/Modifications/Increase in Rigor
To help meet the needs of all learners, learning differences, cultural and language differences, etc. 

	Different learning needs: Lesson incorporates kinesthetic, visual, vocal/auditory teaching techniques to accommodate a spectrum of students learning methods
Modifications: Instructor can lengthen/shorten the time frame to conduct the lesson depending on student skill level; i.e. lengthen for younger/less experienced paper writers


	Classroom Management

Strategies consistent with the learning needs of the lesson that also meet student behavior needs to help keep students on task and actively engaged

	Instructors should use whatever methods that they know to help their students generate the highest quality of work.


	Extensions
Activities for early finishers that extend students’ understanding of and thinking about the learning objectives by applying their new knowledge in a different way

	Early finishers can join together to produce a timeline displaying the patterns they discovered in their research. The teacher perhaps could use extra credit as an incentive.


	Follow-up to Today’s Lesson
Quick activity for review or building on today’s learning that will deepen student understanding and interconnect concepts (may be incorporated tomorrow or throughout the unit)

	Knowledge will be beneficial and used through the rest of their secondary education and into their collegiate education if they choose to pursue one.
